Bible Study, Titus, Week 9

Day: 1 

Read Titus 3: 12-15

Read all the verses of this week's study to get an overview of what we are covering.

1. In these verses Paul is making a few practical arrangements. 

2. Name the different elements of the arrangements.

3. Who are the two people named here?

4. Of Artemas we do not know a lot but we read about Tychicus in Acts 20: 4, Ephesians 6: 21 and Colossians 4: 7-8.

5. Take note of the difficulties of Paul's travel situations, he has to stay in one place the whole winter because of the difficult circumstances. Think of the advantages of modern travel to spreading the gospel.

6. Do we use them enough?

7. Do we pray enough for the use of radio, television, postal services, e-mail, air travel etc. to spread the gospel?

8. How do you think these can be used to the maximum for spreading the gospel?

Day: 2

Read Titus 3: 13

It is not written there, but we can be pretty sure that Zenas and Apollos were the people taking the letter to Titus. We do not know much about Zenas, but he probably was a Jewish lawyer who was saved just as Apollos (Acts 18: 24-28) and become a traveling preacher. They were going to stay on Crete for a while and then continue their journey further.

1. What are the guidelines we get in this verse for Christian hospitality?

2. What are the guidelines we get in this verse for Christian helpfulness?

3. How can we apply it in our daily life?

Day: 3

Read Titus 3: 14

Zenas and Apollos' visit to the congregation of Crete will teach them a good lesson. "Our people" means all the Christians (here of course the members of the congregation in Crete) must see to the necessary daily needs of the traveling preachers. In other words they must give their offers for the work faithfully.

1. What is the relevance between "spiritual" work (Titus 3: 8) and material needs of a congregation?

2. What is the contribution of each toward a fruitful life?

3. What is our responsibility?

Day: 4

Read Titus 3: 15

Paul says all the people with him send greetings to "those who love us in the faith"

1. Say if you think the following is true or not: "Only true believers can really be a Christian's friends."

2. Motivate your answer.

3. What is the value of the friendship between Christians?

4. Name examples from your own experience.

Day: 5

Read Titus 3: 15

This short greeting is typical of Paul's letters.

1. Who do you think the people are that he is sending greetings to the congregation in Crete from?

2. Why the stipulation of greeting those who love them in the faith?

3. What does the last sentence in Paul's letter mean if one Christian says it to another Christian in daily life?

Day: 6

Read Titus 1: 1 – 3: 15

1. When we started these studies you had to read the whole letter and formulate what you thought the message of the letter is in one sentence. What do you think is the message now, after you have done all these studies?

2. Try and formulate the message in one sentence now, taking into account all you learned during the nine weeks.

3. If you have problems you can try and formulate two or three main thoughts.

Day: 7

Read Titus 1: 1 – 3: 15

Today is the end of the Titus Bible Study.

1. Think about all the studies of the past nine weeks and revise them. Once you have done that try and formulate what it is that every Christian should learn from this letter.

2. What is God asking of every Christian according to this letter?

3. Name the three most important ones.

4. Formulate what this study meant to you and how you are going to answer to it.

5. Take time in prayer to ask God to help you.
