Each Moslem has five tasks or requirements they have to comply to. It is called the
five pillars of Islam. Bring it into context with the Christian faith by using the
mentioned verses from the Bible:

* SHAHADAH - This pillar is to believe and say the following words: There is
no God but Allah, Mohammed is the messenger of Allah, Exodus 34: 14.

* SALAH - This pillar is to pray five times a day. There are set prayers a
Moslem must pray, all Moslems must face Mecca, in Arabia, when they pray
and they must pray on a prayer mat. Moslems must wash before they pray.
There are set movements that include kneeling with their head on the ground.
Matthew 6: 5-13.

* ZAKAH - Each year a Moslem must give a set part of his savings (his excess)
to the poor and in this way they believe that their wealth cleansed and made
pure. Acts 2: 44-46.

*  SAWM - Fast from sunrise to sunset by abstaining from food and drink during
the month of Ramadan. Ezra 8: 21-23

* HAIJJ - To do a pilgrimage to Mecca at least once in their life. Matthew 19:
16-30
